This course is a one-year elective course that introduces students to the technical careers related to architecture, engineering and design. Students will learn the design process, technical sketching, and how to model three dimensional objects on the computer in CAD (Computer Aided Drafting). Students will also build hands on projects that are modeled on the computer. Students will also learn the foundation of computer hardware and software relevant to being able to operate a CAD system. Students will also learn workplace skills such as resume writing, interviewing, oral presentation, and working in teams. Students will have opportunities to learn from guest speakers, competitions, and field trips. This is a project based learning course students will maintain an online portfolio of their work and make oral presentations in PowerPoint (or Google Docs). It is important that students follow the file naming convention of the course when turning in work:

Assignments and grades will be posted in School Loop. Students must save work in their digital lockers in school loop. Work saved on the computer is automatically deleted.
